Introducing the Seniors

Rog (58) and Jane (55) met at Manchester
University where Rog studied Chemistry
obtaining a Ph.D. Jane studied Politics and
Modem History and later became an infant
teacher. Jane had become a Christian in
Maidstone at the age of 15, and Rog whie
at university. In 1974 both were called to
missions through the ministry of John and
Anne Townsend and sensed the Lord lead-
ing them to a Bible teaching ministry in
East Asia with OMF. After applying to OMF
they were advised to obtain more church
ministry experience which they did at
Maidstone Baptist Church alongside secu-
lar work.

They then attended All Nations Christian
College but after making an application to

OMF were turned down on health grounds.

This was a great shock, but at exactly that

time the Lord had indicated that they

should work in Korea and so they had
peace that He would work things out. They

then worked as pastor of Wheatley Park
Baptist Church, Doncaster, which was a
time of great growth and healing. While

there, the Lord made it clear that they
should re -apply for OMF. This time they
were accepted for work in Korea where
they ministered for more than 16 years.

Rogd6s main focus was
and theological students in expository
preaching, while Jane was involed in disci-
pleship and evangelism. For 9 years they
directed the OMF Korea field and were also
very actve in missionary training. After a
time of study leave, during which Rog was
awarded a Masters degree in Theology and
Jane a diploma in Theology, they were led
to Mongolia where they ministered at the
Union Bible Theological College for seven
years. Rog taught Bible related subjects
and Jane Church History and English. For
three years they also worked as principal of
the college. However in 2009, due to visa
difficulties they had to leave Mongolia very
suddenly, but had an assurance that the
Lord was asking themto be open to a new
situation.

working at the Malaysia Bible Seminary

(MBS), and interdenominational college
with about 130 fulland part  -time students.
Rog and Jane are hoping to begin ministry
there in January 2010 and Rog wil also
continue with his Ph.D. studies in theology
at the same time. Most of the students are
from the Chinese community in Malay sia
but there are also others including some
from neighbouring countries.

Rog and Jane have built up a good under-
standing of East Asian cultures and see
Malay sia as having a strategic importance
in reaching out in mission. Belonging to a
fdstimt EoBntny M siafs 2 fivd Ydors
open which Westerners cannot easily en-
ter. Malay sia is a developing country which
others look to as a model. The Chinese
churches there are very committed to mis-
sion but are also calling out for help in
Bible understanding which tends to be
vety weak. MBS not only works in its own
college community but also offers many
programmes within local churches. MBS
has great potential, and Rog and Jane are
excited about being involved. As the Lord
leads, their plan is to work there for up to
six years giving special emphasis to disci-
pleship and equipping people for ministry .
